Volunteer Role Description

Introduction

No Power Hour is an environmental programme that encourages children across the country to switch off technology for one hour a day and do an activity that doesn’t use energy.
npower has teamed up with v, the young volunteers’ service, to bring the concept of No Power Hour to primary schools in Birmingham, Nottingham, Newcastle and Leeds between June and July 2010.

The programme is being delivered in 8 schools in each city to children in their final year of primary school (year 6).  This is an exciting opportunity for volunteers to support the climate change agenda by helping children to find alternative ways of spending their time, that doesn’t involve using energy.
If this volunteering opportunity appeals to you then you will need to register your interest as possible, so read on to find out more.

Overview of the role: 

No Power Hour School Motivators will work in small groups to facilitate classroom/outdoor activities in 8 schools in each city.  The role will be to motivate year 6 children during their final weeks of primary school to be creative and take part in four engaging and inspiring activities which require no power, such as playing urban cricket, and designing posters.
There will be four structured activities which Motivators will be trained to deliver and bring their own sense of creativity to.   Each of the four sessions will be delivered each week between 21st June and16 July 2010 during school hours.
When: 
The volunteering opportunities will be available between June and July 2010.
Requirements:

· An interest in environmental issues, using energy more efficiently

· An interest and experience in sport would also be advantageous

· Enthusiasm and commitment to work with primary school children

· Be available on a part time basis between June and July 2010 (at least half a day per week)
· Available for training which will take place over two days in June (dates TBC)
· Introduction to the designated school will take place in June (date TBC)

· Available to take part in schools activities which will take place in from 21st June to 16th July 2010
· Each volunteer will need to undertake an Enhanced Criminal Record Bureau (CRB) check.  (The CRB is utilised for safeguarding purposes and enables organisations to make safer recruitment decisions especially when programmes of activity involve children or vulnerable adults).
Time Commitment:

Volunteers will be required to commit at least half a day per week for a period of 4 weeks.  If you can commit more time, that would be great and would provide the opportunity to work with more than one class or school.
Volunteers will be expected to be able to facilitate at least one session in school each week, therefore will need to be available during school hours.

The school sessions are likely to be at the same time each week over the 4 week period, for example, every Monday afternoon for 4 weeks.  The sessions will be scheduled in advance of the volunteer training based on the availability of volunteers and school timetable.
Volunteers will be expected to attend two days of training to prepare them for the role.  
The training days will be fun and interactive, providing the opportunity to:

· learn more about npower’s No Power Hour Programme
· learn more about v
· meet the volunteer coordinator

· meet the other volunteers in the area

· find out more about the activities  and receive guidance on how to deliver them
· find out about the schools you’ll be working with

The dates for training will be confirmed shortly.  

What’s in it for you:
· This is a brilliant opportunity to develop new skills and experience working with children.

· You will be trained in how to facilitate workshops and classroom activities.

· You will be helping to raise awareness of environmental issues

· You will have a fun and engaging experience and meet other like minded people

· It’s a good experience to add to your CV

· You can use this experience to count towards applying for a vinspired award (vfifty or vimpact) 

Support:  

Volunteers will be supported by a local Volunteer Coordinator.  There will be a volunteer coordinator based in each city.
All reasonable travel and subsistence expenses will be reimbursed on receipt so you should not be out of pocket by volunteering.  The procedure for this will be outlined in your recruitment information.
